However, systematic and diligent
removal of these plants is our key to preservimgdiversity of life in our area.

You can help control invasive species by removivent from your own lawn, landscape, or woo
lands. You can volunteer with a local trail commettor land trust as they work to remove invasi
plants from a site. Learn which plants are invasind encourage your friends and neighbors to
avoid planting these species. Invasive plants atisact invasive bird species — particularly Ertgli
Sparrows, a bird that is taking habitat away fram mative cavity nesters. The berries of most in
vasive plant species do not provide good food figratory birds; we call it “Twinkies for birds”.

Not all plant species brought from other counteesinvasive. Some are important additions to
gardens because they provide beauty and variggyotily those species whose seeds are carrie
into natural areas by wildlife and then displaaggdapopulations of native plants that we must be
concerned with. As of January 2006 IPANE (InvagiNant Atlas of New England) along with Th
Department of Agricultural Resources was able ttha importation and sale of more than 140
plants identified as either noxious and/or invasivthe Commonwealth.
