The Claire Birtz Wildlife Sanctuary is 116
acres of beautiful New England countryside.
Habitats you will observe here include upland
hardwood forest, a red maple swamp, and vernal
pools, as well as the Sanctuary’s most striking fea
ture: Morse Pond, 40 acres in size, and the adjacen
five acre freshwater marsh. Tucked away on the
west side of Route 169, the view of the pond and
hillside are dynamic and stunning through the sea-
sons from this Designated Scenic Byway at the
Southbridge, Massachusetts & Woodstock, Con-
necticut state line.

The trailhead is located on Tipton Rock Road.
There are a total of one and a half miles of hiking
trails that wind along the shore of Morse Pond,
through stands of beech and hemlock, and along
old stone walls. A small parking area for launching
